The purpose of this is to standardise recycling practices
under the Environment act 2021 and to further increase the
amount the waste which is recycled in the UK

Particularly the food waste collection will reduce the amount
of food going to landfill where it releases harmful
greenhouse gases. This will support achieving the Net Zero
Strategy of eliminating biodegradable waste being sent to
landfill from 2028. Instead, when collected separately they
can be reprocessed to create organic fertiliser and biogas
which can be used to generate electricity which will bolster
the UK's energy security.
